FOREIGN LANGUAGE - CHINESE 1

Grades: 9, 10, 11, 12
Prerequisites: none

COURSE DESCRIPTION

The first level of the Chinese language class gives students the opportunity to listen, speak, read
and write in Chinese. Instruction emphasizes accurate pronunciation and fluency, and seeks to develop
basic language skills through the study of Chinese characters (vocabulary), grammar, sentence structure
and usage for elementary communication. An introduction to Chinese culture, traditions and. customs is
also included.

MAJOR OUTCOME

Students will:

Learn, understand, write and accurately pronounce approximately 300 Chinese characters.
Learn to combine words to form phrases.

Understand simple everyday conversation.

Be able to follow oral instructions and ask for clarification when needed.

Be able to describe a picture or relate an event orally.

Read and recite short poems and extracts from textbooks.

Be able to give a short speech or tell a story.

Participate in class discussions.

Translate simple Chinese phrases and sentences into English and vice versa.

Write simple sentences with correct grammar and sentence structure.

Learn about Chinese customs, cultures and traditions through the celebration of various festivals
throughout the year.

Be introduced Chinese legends and folklores.

Recognize the contributions of Chinese in the building of this country.
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METHOD OF EVALUATION

Student progress will be evaluated based on attendance, class participation, homework assignments,
special projects, teacher made tests and final examination.
