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Mid-Autumn Festival falls on the 15th day of the eighth lunar month each year, usually between the beginning of
September to the beginning of October in the Gregorian calendar. The Mid-Autumn Festival is a harvest festival that
dates back to the Shang Dynasty more than three thousand years ago. At that time, people worshiped the "Moon
God" to reward the harvest. Today, the Mid-Autumn Festival is still a festival of thanksgiving. Every family gathers
together on the Mid-Autumn Festival, and some pray to the moon.

Many myths and fables about the Mid-Autumn Festival are told to children every Mid-Autumn Festival. One version
of the Chang'e story is that Chang'e was the princess of a cruel emperor. The emperor planned to take the Elixir of life
to gain immortality. However, Chang'e ate the Elixir of life in order to prevent the people from being oppressed, and
she transformed into a fairy flying to the moon.

The custom of appreciating the moon during the Mid-Autumn Festival is not only related to the legendary story of
Chang'e flying to the moon mentioned above. From the perspective of the moon phase, the 15th of the lunar

calendar also happens to be the full moon, so the moon will be
particularly round and bright. Round also symbolizes “reunion”.

In addition, there is the custom of eating mooncakes during the
Mid-Autumn Festival. There are many theories about the origin of
mooncakes, the most widely circulated of which is the story of Zhu
Yuanzhang using mooncakes to "uprising and seize the world" during the
late Yuan and early Ming dynasties. According to legend, the Mongolian
tribes that governed the country during the Yuan Dynasty were very
cruel. Therefore, many of the Han people revolted, and Zhu Yuanzhang
was one of them. Because the searches by the government officers at
that time were very thorough, it was very difficult to deliver the message.
Later, his military advisor Liu Bowen came up with a clever plan, which
was to write the message to be delivered on a small piece of paper and
wrap it in the filling of the cake. Later, through this method, Zhu Yuanzhang successfully distributed mooncakes with
"Uprising on August 15th Night" to the hands of rebels from various places. On August 15th, Zhu Yuanzhang united
with rebels from all over the country to successfully capture the Yuan Dynasty and became the Ming Dynasty. The
founding emperor of the dynasty.
